2. FIRST ORDER HEADINGS 
For example, "1. Introduction, "it must be Times New Roman 13-bold, initially in uppercase, to the left, with a blank line before, and a blank line after. 

2.1 Second order headings (Subtitle) 
As in this header, Times New Roman should be 11 bold, initially capital letters, with a blank line before and one after. 

2.1.1 Titles of third order: Use Times New Roman of 11 - bold, initially in capital letters, aligned to the left and a blank line, followed by a colon and your text on the same line. 

3. Footnotes 
Use the footnotes in moderation, place them at the bottom of the column of the referenced page. Use the Times New Roman 9, single space. 

SPECIAL ASPECTS 
• Article length: 

The maximum length of the article must be 20 pages that includes: body of the text, citations, footnotes, pictures, illustrations, maps, photographs, graphics, annexes, others and bibliographical references on the last page.

· Approximately 450 words per page 

· Times New Roman typeface

• Figures and Tables 
Figures and tables should be clear and for clarity of the image the entire width of the sheet can be used. The title of the figure or table must be placed at the top, indicating the corresponding numbering, as shown in the following example:

Tables, tables and graphs should be sent in their original format, preferably Word or Excel, indicating exactly where they should be placed in the text. 

The maps, photographs, illustrations, images should be sent in JPEG format, in high quality, indicating, with accuracy, the place of the text in which they should be located.
Use the comma (,) for the separation of thousands and the period (.) for the separation of decimals, in order to standardize the use of unit separators. 

REFERENCES 
References should be made according to the rules of the American Psychological Association (APA) and in alphabetical order. In the APA format, the reference should be cited in the text and additionally added to the reference list. Below is an example of a paragraph with its respective appointment and how it is added to the list of references with APA standards: 

“The CIER is an international regional organization, recognized by governments, of unlimited duration and non-profit making, which brings together companies and organizations of the energy sector of the Member Countries, as well as Associate Members and Related Entities, with the objective of promoting and favoring the integration of the energy sector in the region through mutual cooperation among its members. It is currently developing projects on international interconnections and energy integration; one of the projects is the Latin American Energy Atlas and SIGER Database. (CIER, 2016).”
In the list of references, at the end of the document, you should see:

In Microsoft Word, in references, you can use this form of reference automatically selecting the APA style option. 
ABBREVIATIONS AND ACRONYMS 
Abbreviations and acronyms must be defined the first time they are used, even though they have been defined in the summary of the article. 

EQUATIONS 
The equations must be numbered consecutively in parentheses, the numbering must be aligned to the right side. Insert the equation with the equation editor of Microsoft Word.

CONCLUSIONS 
The conclusions should refer to the most important contributions found throughout the research. Remember that the conclusions are not a summary of the article. The conclusions demonstrate the importance of the research carried out and the fulfillment of the researcher's objectives with the study. They are also a space where we expect to find the author's recommendations for extensions and / or direct applications of the research. 

APPENDICES 
Appendices, if necessary, should be presented before the references.
